    6.1. Scope

        6.1.1. Includes conferences, meetings, events, expeditions, 

etc. (LCRI 21.1B1)

The most common type of  Meeting name we encounter is the 

proceedings of a conference or the proceedings of the  meeting of 

an organization. The RI’s direct us to also treat some “ambiguous 

entities” as conference names.  These include athletic contests, 

competitions, military and scientific expeditions, games as events 

like the Olympics, parades, races like the Tour de France, public 

celebrations and tournaments.

The question the cataloger usually has to decide is whether it is a 

formally named meeting

        6.1.2. Must be named (how to tell, & where the name must 

appear) Is it formally presented? The basic rule for corporate 

bodies includes conferences. The RI 21.1.B1 States: When 

determining whether a conference has a name, cases arise that 

exhibit conflicting evidence? AACR2 indicates that we pay attention 

to capitalization and the use of a definit article. The RI says the 

phrase must include a word that connotes a meeting: “symposium,” 

conference,” etc. In addition phrases that combine acronyms of 

initialisms with the abbreviated or full form of the year are 

considered to be named.

Before August 1996, events were established as either name or 

subject headings, tagged x11 or x50. Now they are established as 

name headings, tagged x11. Old subject headings (x50’s) are being 

converted  as needed.

6.3. Treatment of meeting names in the authority file (option not 

to authorize every form for recurring meetings)

When a meeting is ongoing, the authority record does not have the 

qualifiers of date and place. This allows the authority record to 

be used by both a serial type of cataloging and a book type of 

cataloging. So if a library gets every one of these they can 

control these as serials, checking them in each year on one 

bibliographic record. Another library might only get one of many of 

these conferences and catalog that individual title as a book..

    6.4. Heading (111)

        6.4.1. Choice of name

      Since it is a ‘corporate body’ use the same guidelines but 

with a couple of added directions. Look at the form of heading on 

the chief source of information on an item issued by ‘the body’=the 

meeting, in the language of ‘the body’. The additional guidance 

concerns variations appearing in the chief source and if a 

conference has both a specific and a general name (choose the 

specific.)
