    7.1. Scope (jurisdiction names and names of areas both covered)

    7.2.  Relationship of the authority heading (151) to the bibliographic record.

A geographic name authority heading is assigned the MARC 21 tag 151; however, a 151 heading is never appropriate to use as a main or added entry in AACR2/MARC 21 bibliographic record.  For use as a descriptive access point on a bibliographic record a 151 is converted into a corporate heading known variously as a jurisdiction or local place name or a corporate body entered under place.

In other words, a geographic name authority heading is not created as a 110 (corporate name without a subordinate unit) it is created as a 151 and borrowed when need for use for use a corporate entity.

7.2.1. Bibliographic headings and added entries (110/710)

As noted in the section 7.2 (above) an authorized 151 geographic name heading may be only be used as a corporate name entry (X10) on a bibliographic record. In other words there is never a time when an AACR2/MARC 21 bibliographic record would have as it a main entry tagged 151 or have an added entry tagged 751.

7.2.2. Subject entries (651/610)

A 151 geographic heading may be used as a subject heading and assigned the MARC 21 tag 651 [subject heading] on a bibliographic record.  In this case the geographic heading is functioning as the subject of the item as when the item is discussing the place such as guidebooks, history books, etc.   

 

As needed the 151 geographic name may be used as a geographic area subdivision. 

    


Examples of a geographic name as a 610 (corporate subject heading) are generally used when the item is discussing, commenting on or includes substantial portions of another bibliographic work.  Generally a 610 without further subdivision is not assigned as a subject heading in an LCSH cataloged item.   




7.3.  Subject or name? (LCRI 23.1; SCM H405)


Catalogers are often confused by the difference between geographic place names that represent jurisdictions with geographic names of entities that are not jurisdictional in nature.   While both of these authority headings use the MARC 21 tag 151 at the Library of Congress these headings reside in two separate files.  To help catalogers determine when to create a name authority and when to propose a subject heading for a geographic entity LC has published a list in its Subject Cataloging Manual.  This instruction sheet H405 provides a handy listing of what types of heading coded 151 belong in what file based on the rules used to create the heading.  A general rule of thumb for catalogers at LC to determine how the heading is going to be used on the bibliographic record.  Will it be used as a 110 (corporate main entry) or a 710 (corporate added entry), if so then it must be established as a 151 in the NACO Authority File.  If it is to be used as a subject entry then consider whether or not the heading is in fact a jurisdiction.  In other words is it a currently functioning populated place, such as a town, city, village, country, with a governance structure, etc. then it must be formulated according to AACR2 and thus belongs in the names file.  If it is a geographic feature such a stream, lake, river, mountain, park, archeological site, metropolitan region or area, etc. then it must be formulated with the guidelines for geographic names in the SCM and contributed for inclusion in LCSH.  


Often it is not clear to catalogers at LC over the years the definition of where to establish ambiguous heading has changed and in 1996 many heading previously defined as geographic names to be established in the LCSH file have been move to the NACO Authority File.  LCRI Chapter 23.1 has a list that includes city sections, military installations, park districts, etc.

Geographic names established for an authority file are established using a reference source.  Sources used may be a current gazetteers, atlases and/or encyclopedias.  The Library of Congress, as a federal agency (and because of its relationship to the U.S. Congress) is required to use the U.S. Board on Geographic Names as its chief reference source for determining the forms of geographic names to be established in its authority file and that requirement is passed on to all NACO participants.
